Operation (Op) AEGIS he was deployed to Ali Al Salem Air Base in Kuwait to lead Canada’s CC177 Globemaster III assets during evacuation 

efforts in Kabul, Afghanistan. As the CC177 Detachment Commander, Maj McGregor oversaw the employment of three CC177 Globemaster III 
aircraft, five flying crews, and a team of ground personnel supporting maintenance and operational tasks. As a pilot and Aircraft Commander, 

Maj McGregor personally evacuated 1,287 Afghan personnel and 193 United States Marines from Kabul during Op AEGIS.
